TABLE MOUNTAIN PARKING LOT STAR PARTY

The eleventh Annual Tri-Community Star Party, sponsored in part by the Table Mountain Observatory/Jet Propulsion Laboratory, and by Jim and Karen Young of Wrightwood, will be at the Table Mountain/North Park Parking Lot at the top of the Table Mountain Road, 5 miles west of the town of Wrightwood at 6:30 PM, Friday night, September 5, 2008. This is a free public event, and no fees are charged for this event or the parking. No one can predict the weather, so if it's totally overcast and/or raining, the event will be cancelled.

Along with the Youngs’ two telescopes, the High Desert Astronomical Society will also provide several additional telescopes for the public viewing of the crescent moon, Uranus, the asteroid Parthenope, Jupiter, as well as many star clusters and nebulae.  Several bright satellites will also be visible.  The observatory will furnish its
own portable viewing telescope.
Bring the entire family, warm coats, sweaters, hats, and binoculars. Bring your own flashlight(s), but please keep the light(s) pointed down while walking so others can enjoy the dark skies. Several satellite passes will be pointed out to those in attendance, along with many of the familiar constellations and stars. 
There are ‘in‑the‑field’ restrooms without water located on the NE side of the parking area. When arriving in the parking area, please be sure you have your car lights on ‘lower beam’.  Watch for others walking to the viewing area. 
Come and enjoy an evening among the stars, and don't forget your coats, binoculars and questions!  We'll furnish the rest.
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
